[ well remember over the years, the love and great appreciation of my late
father and teacher of blessed and sainted memory to our yedid the Pozna
Rov, Hagaon Harav Avrohom Halevi Eisen, shlit"a, who was able to fulfill
the hopes and aims of my father through his great projects to aggrandize
and glorify the Torah.

With this letter, I want to give clear testimony regarding the project Mifal
Kol Hatorah Kulah (All the Torah in its Entirety) created and instituted by
the Pozna Rov. He came to my father with the incredible idea to enable those
whose heartfelt desire is to be readied for the World to Come and to be ‘in
possession’ of the mitzvah of having studied Kol Hatorah Kulah through a
Yissachar-Zevulun pact.

In truth, the obligation is on every Jew to study Kol Hatorah Kulah (All the
Torah in its Entirety) with understanding, at least once in a lifetime. It
states in Midrash Mishlei Chap. 19 and is brought down in Biur Halacha
Chap 155, that in the future when Hashem will judge the entire world, etc.,
comes before Him one who has studied all Mikra — the Tanach — but not
Mishna etc., and the Holy One, blessed is He, asks him, my son all the laws,
how come you didn't study them, etc. and the Torat Kohanim, why didn't
you study that, etc?

And thus, his honor, the Pozna Rov, his spirit awoke in him to develop the
remarkable idea to have a cadre of outstanding talmidei chachomim who
will study Kol Hatorah Kulah (All the Torah in its Entirety) in the merit of
sponsors on the lines of the Yissachar-Zevulun pact.

This idea was presented to my father. I suggested various approaches to the
concept and discussed the matter with him in depth. The concept found full
favor in his eyes and he agreed with it fully in terms of the words of the Tur,
the Shulchan Aruch, the Remah in Yoreh De’ah #246. This study will be to
the merit of those who purchase the study of Kol Hatorah Kulah (All the
Torah in its Entirety), as a kinyan, and will be considered for them as if they
had studied it all themselves.

My father detailed a specific order and listed all of the tractates, tomes and
commentaries that should be studied in the framework of Kol Hatorah
Kulah (All the Torah in its Entirety), as well as all the conditions and the
method of studying these works. His honor, the Pozna Rov did, and
continues to do, it all according to the instruction of my sainted father.

Further, my father emphasized his support for the project by personally
affixing his signature to the first shtar of Kol Hatorah Kulah (All the Torah
in its Entirety). He vowed that whoever would be such a partner, and the
talmidei chachomim would study all the Torah in its entirety on his behallf,
when that individual comes on High before the Beis Din shel Maalah, that
it will be announced before all “v1°2 17151 85Y Xaw >n 7wk Ashrei -
meritorious is he who comes here with Talmudo (his learning) in hand.”
This will be done in the same way that they announce about an individual
who himself learned Kol Hatorah Kulah.

Thus, it is clear that anyone who undertakes such a meritorious deed, who
hires outstanding talmidei chachomim who will study in his merit Kol
Hatorah Kulah (All the Torah in its entirety), this is surely a good cheilek
(portion). Concerning this person it says:
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"A wise man in his heart will take the mitzvos" and will be fulfilled through
them for a long life in the right and in the left with abundance and honor,
and should be added to them thus and thus — years of life and success in all
to which they turn, in both the spiritual and the material. May this merit
stand for them and for their descendants after them, forever.
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
